-SS: “I am very sorry”
-T: Good. So he apologized.

-T draws the following chart on the BB and writes the expression used in the exchange.
-T then asks SS to give other expressions they know.
-T elicits answers from SS and writes them on the BB.
-T fills in the chart.

-T: Good. So what can you say to Tom?
